For a leader used to leading sessions using
PowerPoint and group exercises, It is simple
to run and can be used straight ‘out of the
packet’ with minimum preparation. There are
plenty of opportunities for interaction within
the group.

You can run it with a small group around a
reasonable sized computer monitor or in a
larger group using a video projector.

Each week there is something for
participants to do at home, such as read
through a gospel.

Everyone who takes part in the course is
encouraged to sign up for free access to
BRF’s online discipleship resource
Foundations21, on which the course is
based, so that they can explore further each
week’s topic.

The leader also has free online access to
Foundations21 where there is additional
material and resources.
